SUBJECT:  New Website—Registration—Ratings etc

MSHSAA unveiled its new website at the Athletic Directors Conference at Tan Tara.  You can look at the new site at  www.mshsaa.org
The section on officials is not up and operational but will be shortly.  I would like to bring you up to date on some items affecting officials.

1. You will receive your official’s registration in a few weeks.  This will be the last year you need to send your check in via mail.  After this year you will be able to do everything to register on line.

2. When you receive your renewal, you will not have your ratings as you normally would.  The new system for this is not operational at present.  If you renew, you will receive your MSHSAA registration card in late July/early august and your ratings will come to you at that time.
3. When you renew with MSHSAA you will have to give them your email address.  Registrations will not be accepted unless you give them an email address.  If you do not have one, it is very simple to get one for free.  You can use services such as Yahoo or Hotmail.  If you do not have access to a computer, you can do this at any public library.

4. You will need to check your email messages on a very regular basis.  This will be the way MSHSAA will communicate with you.

5. If you need to file a special report, you will do it on line.  This will all be explained on the website.

6. If a coach or school files a special report or complimentary report on you, you will get it via email.  You will need to respond to this special report via email.

7. Coaches will do all rating on line instead of filling out the bubble sheet at the conclusion of the season.  It is still being worked on, but it appears as if coaches will need to rate you within 72 hours or 96 hours of the game you worked.  If this is not done the website will automatically generate a letter to the AD at the school that this rating must be complete in 24 hours or the school will be fined.

8. During the season, you will be able to go online and see how your season is going.  You will not be able to see your actual rating, but will see what quartile you fall in at present.

9. This new system will allow MSHSAA to use current ratings to do post season assignments rather than ratings from the previous years.

10. All schools varsity schedules will be online on the MSHSAA website.  More than likely, in a few years, we will be able to generate the contracts you receive from schools using this website.

11. Maps to schools will also be available on this website.

This new website is extremely user friendly for the school and will benefit all member high schools.
